Priority Registration for next school year begins for all families currently enrolled in Trinity.  Registration is on a first come-first served basis.  The registration form must be signed and returned with the fee of $50 in order to guarantee your child’s spot for next year.  Tuition fees for next year are:

· MWF-AM (4 year old class)=$150/month
